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FREE Internet Texting Hits Cell Phone Providers!

With the growth of cell phone market getting increasingly competitive for phone companies to make
significant profit off VIS market.

Sept. 29, 2008 - PRLog -- Neilsen Mobile report indicates that using a cell phone to actually talk has
become less popular than to text someone. SMS which isamost widely used messaging form. There are
more graphically friendly MM S messaging.

With the popularity of SM'S sky rocketing (given even the US democratic presidential candidate
announcing his vice president running mate using “hip” text messaging), a number of independently
operated message gateways exist in the internet. SMS gateways as they call themselves provide features
such as ability to send composed message to more than one recipient, create group lists, manage messages,
and send messages at pre-set intervals and send customized replies. Even when you do not have access to
the phone (such as no reception), some of the sms gateways provides the ability to view sms using a
computer inside their office. Some internet SM S gateways use the power of the PC that givesit’s user the
power to sort organize sms similar to outlook email client.

Asthe public's sms demand goes up, so there are significant market for free sms gateways. Using internet
based free sms gateway, cell phone users are more and more inclined to send free smsto their contacts by
passing cell phone providers websites. This eats into the cell phone providers SMS revenue collected form
sms send using their network. Thisisasignificant issue for the cell phone providers that some have started
to clamp down (filter out) on various free sms gateways that available across the internet. Thiswill only
create backlash from cell phone users against the cell phone provider. Cell phone providers just got to learn
to deal with those free internet based SM S gateways.
